    10th / 11th April 2021                           Divine Mercy Sunday 
 

 

 

Dear Parishioners & visitors, 
Pope St. John Paul II declared that this Sunday, 
the octave day of Easter, should be Divine Mercy 
Sunday.  It is a time for us to focus on our need 
for Godôs mercy, and the abundance of mercy he 
showers upon us. 
 

With the exception of the angels among us, which 
would be just the infants and little children, we 
often shock ourselves with how easily we go off 
the deep end, losing our tempers, our patience, 
engaging tongue before brain, doing that which 
we said we would no longer do, again and again, 
and not doing those acts of charity that we know 
we need to perform.  We are all frail human 
beings. 
 

Sometimes, though, we hide behind our humanity 
to justify our actions.  We say, ñIôm only human, 
you know.ò  But that is never an acceptable 
excuse for offending our brothers and sisters 
repeatedly.    Jesus died on the cross so we could 
share in His resurrection, so we can have a 
spiritual life.  Through the grace of our baptism, 
our acceptance of the New Life of the 
Resurrection, God dwells within each of us.  We 
are infinitely more than human.  We are sons and 
daughters of God. 
 

Godôs divine mercy intervenes in our lives all the 
time. See the gospel, which speaks about the gift 
of Peace given by the risen Lord to his frightened 
disciples and the doubt of Thomas being 
replaced by faith and courage.   
  

 

 

The apostles are afraid that they may face the same crucifixion if they speak 
anything about Jesus. Now afraid of the crowd, they are hiding in a locked 
room. Jesus came inside the locked room and stood in their midst and said to 
them - ñPeace be with you.ò The first gift of the Risen Lord was his peace, for 
which the humanity was longing. 
 

Thomas was a brave man. He was a human being and he had his doubt. In 
fact, through the doubt of Thomas he was given the gift of touching the wounds 
of Jesus. Paradoxically, his doubt allows us to have faith even without seeing.   
 

In the paschal mysteries we see the realization of the godôs mercy. Today the 
mercy of lord is again made real in our lives especially through sacraments of 
Holy Eucharist and reconciliation. 
 

Jesus appointed Peter, who denied him three times, the head of his church. 
Here we can see the divine mercy of God. Everyone who is repentant about 
his or her failures can enjoy the divine mercy of God. Let us pray Jesus I trust 
in you.
